Item rate tender is invited by The Superintending Engineer, IIT Mandi on behalf of Board of Governor from
approved and eligible Contractors of appropriate class enlisted with CPWD, BSNL or HPPWD etc. dealing
with civil works for “Addition of two rooms each in ground and first floor with corridor between
Chemistry lab and Computer lab covering the connecting passage to toilet blocks at Kamand campus
of IIT Mandi”.

The enlistment of the contractors should be valid on the last date of sale of tenders.

In case only the last date of sale of tender is extended, the enlistment of contractor should be valid on the original date
of sale of tenders.

In case both the last date of receipt of application and sale of tenders are extended, the enlistment of contractor should
be valid on either of the two dates i.e. original date of sale of tender or on the extended date of sale of tenders.

1.1 The work is estimated to cost Rs. 30,34,434/-. This estimate, however, is given merely as a rough guide.

1.1.1 The authority competent to approve NIT for the combined cost and belonging to the major discipline
will consolidate NITs for calling the tenders. He will also nominate Division which will deal with all
matters relating to the invitation of tenders.

For composite tender, besides indicating the combined estimated cost put to tender, should clearly
indicates the estimated cost of each component separately. The eligibility of tenderer will correspond
to the combined estimated cost of different components put to tender.

1.2 Tenders will be issued to eligible contractors provided they produce definite proof from the appropriate
authority, which shall be to the satisfaction of the competent authority, of having satisfactorily completed
similar works of magnitude specified below:-

Criteria of eligibility for issue of tender documents

1.2.1 Conditions for Non-CPWD contractors only, if tenders are also open to
non-CPWD contractors.

Note :- For works costing above Rs. 3 Crore but up to Rs. 15 Crore, when tenders are open to non-
CPWD contractors also, then class II contractors of CPWD shall also be eligible if they satisfy the
eligibility criteria specified in 1.2.1 above.

1.2.2 Criteria of eligibility for CPWD as well as non-CPWD contractors.

For works estimated to cost above Rs. 15 Crore.

Three similar works each of value not less than 40% of estimated cost or two similar work each of value not less
than 60% of estimated cost or one similar work of value not less than 80% of estimated cost (rounded to
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nearest Rs. 10 lac) in last 7 years ending last day of the month previous to the one in which the
tenders are invited.

The value of executed works shall be brought to current costing level by enhancing the actual value of work at
simple rate of 7% per annum, calculated from the date of completion to the last date of receipt of application
for tender.

1.2.3 To become eligible for issue of tender, the tenderer shall have to furnish
an affidavit as under :-
I/We undertake and confirm that eligible similar works(s) has/have not been got executed through
another contractor on back to back basis. Further that, if such a violation comes to the notice of
Department, then I/we shall be debarred for tendering in IIT Mandi in future forever. Also, if such a
violation comes to the notice of Department before date of start of work, the Engineer-in-Charge shall
be free to forfeit the entire amount of Earnest Money Deposit/Performance Guarantee.

2. Agreement shall be drawn with the successful tenderer on prescribed Form No. CPWD 7/8 which is available as a
Govt. of India Publication. Tenderer shall quote his rates as per various terms and conditions of the said form which
will form part of the agreement.

3. The time allowed for carrying out the work will be 120 days from the date of start as defined in schedule ‘F’ or from
the first date of handing over of the site, whichever is later, in accordance with the phasing, if any, indicated in the
tender documents.

7. The contractor whose tender is accepted, will be required to furnish performance guarantee of 5% (Five Percent)
of the tendered amount within the period specified in Schedule F. This guarantee shall be in the form of DD in
favour of Registrar IIT Mandi payable at Mandi (H.P.).
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In case the contractor fails to deposit the said performance guarantee within the period as indicated in Schedule
‘F’. including the extended period if any, the Earnest Money deposited by the contractor shall be forfeited
automatically without any notice to the contractor.

8. The description of the work is as follows: Addition of two rooms each in ground and first floor with corridor
between Chemistry lab and Computer lab covering the connecting passage to toilet blocks at Kamand campus
of IIT Mandi and further details as per schedule of quantity. Copies of other drawing and documents pertaining to
the works will be open for inspection by the tenderers at the office of above mentioned officer.

Tenderers are advised to inspect and examine the site and its surroundings and satisfy themselves before
submitting their tenders as to the nature of the ground and sub-soil (so far as is practicable), the form and nature
of the site, the means of access to the site, the accommodation they may require and in general shall themselves
obtain all necessary information as to risks, contingencies and other circumstances which may influence or affect
their tender. A tenderer shall be deemed to have full knowledge of the site whether he inspects it or not and no
extra charge consequent on any misunderstanding or otherwise shall be allowed. The tenderer shall be
responsible for arranging and maintaining at his own cost all materials, tools & plants, water, electricity access,
facilities for workers and all other services required for executing the work unless otherwise specifically provided
for in the contract documents. Submission of a tender by a tenderer implies that he has read this notice and all
other contract documents and has made himself aware of the scope and specifications of the work to be done and
of conditions and rates at which stores, tools and plant, etc. will be issued to him by the Government and local
conditions and other factors having a bearing on the execution of the work.

9. The competent authority on behalf of the BoG does not bind itself to accept the lowest or any other tender and
reserves to itself the authority to reject any or all the tenders received without the assignment of any reason. All
tenders in which any of the prescribed condition is not fulfilled or any condition including that of conditional rebate
is put forth by the tenderer shall be summarily rejected.

10. Canvassing whether directly or indirectly, in connection with tenderers is strictly prohibited and the tenders
submitted by the contractors who resort to canvassing will be liable to rejection.

11. The competent authority on behalf of BoG reserves to himself the right of accepting the whole or any part of the
tender and the tenderer shall be bound to perform the same at the rate quoted.

12. The contractor shall not be permitted to tender for works in the IIT Mandi responsible for award and execution of
contracts, in which his near relative is posted a Divisional Accountant or as an officer in any capacity between the
grades of Superintending Engineer and Junior Engineer (both inclusive). He shall also intimate the names of
persons who are working with him in any capacity or are subsequently employed by him and who are near
relatives to any gazette officer in the Indian Institute of Technology or in the Ministry of Urban Development. Any
breach of this condition by the contractor would render him liable to be removed from the approved list of
contractors of this Department.

13. No Engineer of gazette rank or other Gazetted Officer employed in Engineering or Administrative duties in an
Engineering Department of the Government of India is allowed to work as a contractor for a period of one year
after his retirement from Government service, without the previous permission of the Government of India in
writing. This contract is liable to be cancelled if either the contractor or any of his employees is found any time to
be such a person who had not obtained the permission of the Government of India as aforesaid before submission
of the tender or engagement in the contractor’s service.

14. The tender for the works shall remain open for acceptance for a period of ninety (90) days from the date of
opening of tenders/Ninety days from the date of opening of financial bid in case tenders are invited on 2/3 envelop
system (strike out as the case may be) if any tenderer withdraws his tender before the said period or issue of letter
of acceptance, whichever is earlier, or makes any modifications in the terms and conditions of the tender which are
not acceptable to the department, then the Government shall, without prejudice to any other right or remedy, be at
liberty to forfeit 50% of the said earnest money as aforesaid. Further the tenderer shall not be allowed to
participate in the retendering process of the work.
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15. This notice inviting Tender shall form a part of the contract document. The successful tenderer/contractor, on
acceptance of his tender by the Accepting Authority shall within 15 days from the stipulated date of start of the

AND WHEREAS the Principal/Owner values full compliance with all relevant
laws of the land, rules, regulations, economic use of resources and of
fairness/transparency in its relation with its Bidder(s) and Contractor(s).

AND WHEREAS to meet the purpose aforesaid both the parties have agreed to
enter into this Integrity Agreement (hereinafter referred to as “Integrity Pact” or
“Pact”), the terms and conditions of which shall also be read as integral part and
parcel of the Tender/Bid documents and Contract between the parties.
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NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of mutual covenants contained in this
Pact, the parties hereby agree as follows and this Pact witnesses as under:

Article 1: Commitment of the Principal/Owner

1) The Principal/Owner commits itself to take all measures necessary to
prevent corruption and to observe the following principles:

(a) No employee of the Principal/Owner, personally or through
any of his/her family members, will in connection with the
Tender, or the execution of the Contract, demand, take a
promise for or accept, for self or third person, any material or
immaterial benefit which the person is not legally entitled to.

5) The Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) will not, directly or through any other
person or firm use Coercive Practices (means the act of obtaining
something, compelling an action or influencing a decision through
intimidation, threat or the use of force directly or indirectly, where
potential or actual injury may befall upon a person, his/ her reputation
or property to influence their participation in the tendering process).

Article 3: Consequences of Breach

Without prejudice to any rights that may be available to the Principal/Owner
under law or the Contract or its established policies and laid down procedures,
the Principal/Owner shall have the following rights in case of breach of this
Integrity Pact by the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) and the Bidder/ Contractor accepts
and undertakes to respect and uphold the Principal/Owner’s absolute right:

1) If the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s), either before award or during execution of
Contract has committed a transgression through a violation of Article 2
above or in any other form, such as to put his reliability or credibility in
question, the Principal/Owner after giving 14 days notice to the contractor
shall have powers to disqualify the Bidder(s)/Contractor(s) from the
Tender process or terminate/determine the Contract, if already executed or
exclude the Bidder/Contractor from future contract award processes. The
imposition and duration of the exclusion will be determined by the
severity of transgression and determined by the Principal/Owner. Such
exclusion may be forever or for a limited period as decided by the
Principal/Owner.
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2) Forfeiture of EMD/Performance Guarantee/Security Deposit: If the
Principal/Owner has disqualified the Bidder(s) from the Tender process
prior to the award of the Contract or terminated/determined the Contract or
has accrued the right to terminate/determine the  Contract according to
Article 3(1), the Principal/Owner apart from exercising any legal rights
that may have accrued to the Principal/Owner, may in its considered
opinion forfeit the entire amount of Earnest Money Deposit, Performance
Guarantee and Security Deposit of the Bidder/Contractor.

1. All work proposed for execution by contract will be notified in a form of invitation to tender
pasted in public places and signed by the officer inviting tender or by publication in News
papers as the case may be.

This form will state the work to be carried out, as well as the date for submitting
and opening tenders and the time allowed for carrying out the work, also the amount of
earnest
money to be deposited with the tender, and the amount of the security deposit and
Performance guarantee to be deposited by the successful tenderer and the percentage, if
any, to be deducted from bills. Copies of the specifications, designs and drawings and any
other documents required in connection with the work signed for the purpose of
identification by the officer inviting tender shall also be open for inspection by the
contractor at the office of officer inviting tender during office hours.

2. In the event of the tender being submitted by a firm, it must be signed separately by each
partner thereof or in the event of the absence of any partner, it must be signed on his behalf
by

a person holding a power-of attorney authorizing him to do so, such power of attorney to be
produced with the tender, and it must disclose that the firm is duly registered under
the Indian Partnership Act, 1952.

3. Receipts for payment made on account of work, when executed by a firm, must also
be signed by all the partners, except where contractors are described in their tender as a
firm, in which case the receipts must be signed in the name of the firm by one of the
partners, or by some other person having due authority to give effectual receipts for the
firm.

(i) The contractor does not quote percentage above/below on the total
amount of tender or any section/sub head of the tender.

(ii) The percentage above/below is not quoted in figures & words both on the
total amount of tender or any section/sub head of the tender.

(iii) The percentage quoted above/below is different in figures & words on the
total amount of tender or any section/sub head of the tender:

4B. In case the lowest tendered amount (estimated cost + amount worked on the
basis of percentage above/below) of two or more contractors is same, such
lowest contractors will be asked to submit sealed revised offer in the form
of letter mentioning percentage above/below on estimated cost of tender
including all sub sections/sub heads as the case may be, but the revised
percentage quoted above/below    on tendered cost or on each sub
section/sub head should not be higher than the percentage quoted at the
time of submission of tender. The lowest tender  shall be decided on the
basis of revised offers.

In case any of such contractor refuses to submit revised offer, then it shall
be treated as withdrawal of his tender before acceptance and 50% of
earnest money shall be forfeited.

In the event of a tender
being accepted, a receipt for the earnest money shall thereupon be given to the contractor
who shall thereupon for the purpose of identification sign copies of the specifications and
other documents mentioned in Rule-I. In the event of a tender being rejected, the earnest
money shall thereupon be returned to the contractor remitting the same, without any
interest.

6. The officer inviting tenders shall have the right of rejecting all or any of the tenders and will
not be bound to accept the lowest or any other tender.

7. The receipt of an accountant or clerk for any money paid by the contractor will not
be considered as any acknowledgment or payment to the officer inviting tender and
the contractor shall be responsible for seeing that he procures a receipt signed by the
officer inviting tender or a duly authorized Cashier.

8. The memorandum of work tendered for and the schedule of materials to be supplied by the
department and their issue-rates, shall be filled and completed in the office of the
officer inviting tender before the tender form is issued.

Fixed Deposit Receipts or Guarantee Bonds of any Scheduled Bank or the State Bank of
India in accordance with the prescribed form.

(ii) The contractor whose tender is accepted will also be required to furnish by way
of Security Deposit for the fulfillment of his contract, an amount equal to 5% of the
tendered value of the work. The Security deposit will be collected by deductions from
the running bills of the contractor at the rates mentioned above and the earnest money
deposited at the time of tenders, will be treated as a part of the Security Deposit. The
Security amount will also be accepted in cash or in the shape of Government
Securities. Fixed Deposit Receipt of a Scheduled Bank or State Bank of India will also be
accepted for this purpose provided confirmatory advice is enclosed.

If he fails to do so, his failure
will be a breach of the contract and the Superintending Engineer/Executive Engineer
may in his discretion, without prejudice to any other right or remedy available in law,
cancel the contract. The contractor shall also be liable for any pecuniary liability
arising on account of any violation by him of the provisions of the said Act.
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CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT

Definitions 1. The Contract means the documents forming the tender and acceptance thereof and the
formal the Contractor, together with the documents referred to therein including these
conditions, the specifications, designs, drawings and instructions issued from time to
time by the Engineer-in- Charge and all these documents taken together, shall be deemed
to form one contract and shall be complementary to one another.

2. In the contract, the following expressions shall, unless the context otherwise requires,
have the meanings, hereby respectively assigned to them:-

i) The expression works or work shall, unless there be something either in the subject or
context repugnant to such construction, be construed and taken to mean the works
by or by virtue of the contract contracted to be executed whether temporary or
permanent, and whether original, altered, substituted or additional.

ii) The Site shall mean the land/or other places on, into or through which work is
to be executed under the contract or any adjacent land, path or street through which
work is to be executed under the contract or any adjacent land, path or street
which may be allotted or used for the purpose of carrying out the contract.

iii) The Contractor shall mean the individual, firm or company, whether incorporated or
not, undertaking the works and shall include the legal personal representative of such
individual or the persons composing such firm or company, or the successors
of such firm or company and the permitted assignees of such individual, firm or
company.

iv) The BoG means the Board of Governors .

v) The Engineer-in-charge means the Engineer Officer who shall supervise and be in-
charge of the work and who shall sign the contract on behalf of the BoG as
mentioned in Schedule ‘F’ hereunder.

vii) The terms Director means Dir ector I IT Mandi

viii) Accepting Authority shall mean the authority mentioned in Schedule ‘F’.

ix) Excepted Risk are risks due to riots (other than those on account
of contractor’s employees), war (whether declared or not) invasion, act of
foreign enemies, hostilities, civil war, rebellion

insurrection, military
revolution,
or usurped power, any

acts of IIT Mandi, damages from aircraft, acts of God, such as earthquake, lightening
and unprecedented floods, and other causes over which the contractor has no control
and accepted as such by the Accepting Authority or causes solely due to use or
occupation by IIT Mandi of the part of the works in respect of which a certificate of
completion has been issued or a cause solely due to IIT Mandi’s faulty design
of works.

x) Market Rate shall be the rate as decided by the Engineer-in-Charge on the basis of the
cost of materials and labour at the site where the work is to be executed plus
the percentage mentioned in Schedule ‘F’ to cover, all overheads and profits.

xi) Schedule(s) referred to in these conditions shall mean the relevant schedule(s)
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annexed to the tender papers or the standard Schedule of Rates of the government
mentioned in Schedule ‘F’ hereunder, with the amendments thereto issued upto the
date of receipt of the tender.

xii) Department means IIT MANDI which invites tenders on behalf of BoG as specified in
schedule ‘F’.

xiii) District Specifications means the specifications followed by the State Government in
the area where the work is to be executed.

xiv) Tendered value means the value of the entire work as stipulated in the letter of award.
xv) Date of commencement of work: The date of commencement of work shall be the date

of start as specified in schedule ‘F’ or the first date of handing over of the
site,
whichever is later, in accordance with the phasing if any, as indicated in the tender
document.

Scope and
Performance

3. Where the context so requires, words imparting the singular only also include the plural
and vice versa. Any reference to masculine gender shall whenever required include
feminine gender and vice versa.

4. Headings and Marginal notes to these General Conditions of Contract shall not be deemed
to form part thereof or be taken into consideration in the interpretation or construction
thereof or of the contract.

5. The contractor shall be furnished, free of cost one certified copy of the contract
documents except standard specifications, Schedule of Rates and such other printed and
published documents, together with all drawings as may be forming part of the tender
papers. None of these documents shall be used for any purpose other than that of this
contract.

Works to be
carried out

6. The work to be carried out under the Contract shall, except as otherwise provided in these
conditions, include all labour, materials, tools, plants, equipment and transport which
may be required in preparation of and for and  in the full and entire execution and
completion of the works. The descriptions given in the Schedule of Quantities (Schedule-
A) shall, unless otherwise stated, be held to include wastage on materials, carriage and
cartage, carrying and return of empties, hoisting, setting, fitting and fixing in position and
all other labours necessary in and for the full and entire execution and completion of the
work as aforesaid in accordance with good practice and recognized principles.

Sufficiency
of Tender

7. The Contractor shall be deemed to have satisfied himself before tendering as to the
correctness and sufficiency of his tender for the works and of the rates and prices quoted
in the Schedule of Quantities, which rates and prices shall, except as otherwise provided,
cover all his obligations under the Contract and all matters and things necessary for the
proper completion and maintenance of the works.

Discrepancies
and
Adjustment of
Errors

8. The several documents forming the Contact are to be taken as mutually explanatory of one
another, detailed drawings being  followed in preference to small scale drawing and
figured dimensions in preference to scale and special conditions in preference to General
Conditions.

8.1 In the case of discrepancy between the schedule of Quantities, the Specifications and/ or
the Drawings, the following order of preference shall be observed:-

i) Description of Schedule of Quantities.
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ii) Particular Specification and Special Condition, if any.

iii) Drawings.

Iv CPWD Specifications.

v) Indian Standard Specifications of B.I.S.

8.2 If there are varying or conflicting provisions made in any one document forming part of
the contract, the Accepting Authority shall be the deciding authority with regard to the
intention of the document and his decision shall be final and binding on the contractor.

8.3 Any error in description, quantity or rate in Schedule of Quantities or any
omission therefrom shall not vitiate the Contract or release the Contractor from
the execution of the whole or any part of the works comprised therein
according to drawings and specifications or from any of his obligations under the
contract.

Signing of
Contract

9. The successful tenderer/contractor, on acceptance of his tender by the Accepting
Authority, shall, within 15 days from the stipulated date of start of the work, sign
the contract consisting of:-

i) the notice inviting tender, all the documents including drawings, if any, forming the
tender as issued at the time of invitation of tender and acceptance thereof together
with any correspondence leading thereto.

ii)   Standard C.P.W.D. Form as mentioned in Schedule ‘F’ consisting of:

(a) Various standard clauses with corrections up to the date stipulated in
Schedule ‘F’ along with annexures thereto.

(b) C.P.W.D. Safety Code.

(c) Model Rules for the protection of health, sanitary arrangements for workers
employed by CPWD or its contractors.

(d) CPWD Contractor’s Labour Regulations.

(e) List of Acts and omissions for which fines can be imposed.

iii) No payment for the work done will be made unless contract is signed by the
contractor.
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CLAUSES OF CONTRACT

Performance
Guarantee

CLAUSE 1

(i) The contractor shall submit an irrevocable Performance Guarantee of 5% (Five percent) of
the tendered amount in addition to other deposits mentioned elsewhere in the contract for
his proper performance of the contract agreement, (not withstanding and/or without
prejudice to any other provisions in the contract) within period specified in Schedule ‘F’
from the date of issue of letter of acceptance. This period can be further extended by the
Engineer-in-Charge up to a maximum period as specified  in schedule ‘F’ on written
request of the contractor stating the reason for delays in procuring the
Performance Guarantee, to the satisfaction of the Engineer-in-Charge. This guarantee
shall be in the form of Cash (in case guarantee amount is less than Rs. 10,000/-) or
Deposit at Call receipt of any scheduled bank/Banker’s Cheque of any scheduled
bank/Demand Draft of any scheduled bank/Pay Order of any scheduled bank (in case
guarantee amount is less than Rs. 1,00,000/-) or Government Securities or Fixed
Deposit Receipts or Guarantee Bonds of any Scheduled Bank or the State  Bank of
India in accordance with the form annexed hereto. In case a fixed deposit receipt of any
Bank is furnished by the contractor to the IIT Mandi as part of the performance guarantee
and the Bank is unable to make payment against the said fixed deposit receipt, the loss
caused thereby shall fall on the contractor and the contractor shall forthwith on demand
furnish additional security to the IIT Mandi to make good the deficit. The Earnest Money
deposited along with tender shall be returned after receiving the aforesaid performance
guarantee.

(ii) The Performance Guarantee shall be initially valid up to the stipulated date of completion
plus 60 days beyond that.  In case the time  for completion of work gets enlarged,
the contractor shall get the validity of Performance Guarantee extended to cover
such enlarged time for completion of work. After recording of the completion certificate
for the work by the competent authority, the performance guarantee shall be returned
to the contractor, without any interest.

(iii) The Engineer-in-Charge shall not make a claim under the performance guarantee except
for amounts to which the BoG is entitled under the contract (not withstanding
and/or without prejudice to any other provisions in the contract agreement) in the event
of:

(a) Failure by the contractor to extend the validity of the Performance Guarantee
as described herein above, in which event the Engineer-in-Charge may claim the
full amount of the Performance Guarantee.

(b) Failure by the contractor to pay BoG any amount due, either as agreed by the
contractor or determined under any of the     Clauses/Conditions of the
agreement, within 30 days of the service of notice to this effect by Engineer-in-Charge.

(iv) In the event of the contract being determined or rescinded under provision of any of the
Clause/Condition of the agreement, the performance guarantee shall stand forfeited in
full and shall be absolutely at the disposal of the BoG IIT Mandi.

Recovery of
Security
Deposit

CLAUSE 1 A

The person/persons whose tender(s) may be accepted (hereinafter called the contractor)
shall permit IIT Mandi at the time of making any payment to him for work done under the
contract to deduct a sum at the rate of 5% of the gross amount of each running bill till the
sum along with the sum already deposited as earnest money, will amount to security deposit
of 5% of the tendered value of the work.
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All compensations or the other sums of money payable by the contractor under the terms of
this contract may be deducted from, or paid by the sale of a sufficient part of his security
deposit or from the interest arising therefrom, or from any sums which may be due to or may
become due to the contractor by IIT Mandi on any account whatsoever and in the event of his
Security Deposit being reduced by reason of any such deductions or sale as aforesaid, the
contractor shall within 10 days make good in cash or fixed deposit receipt tendered by the
State Bank of India or by Scheduled Banks or Government Securities (if deposited for
more than 12 months) endorsed in favour of the Engineer-in-Charge, any sum or sums which
may have been deducted from, or raised by sale of his security deposit or any part thereof.
The security deposit shall be collected from the running bills of the contractor at the rates
mentioned above and the Earnest money deposited at the time of tenders will be treated as
part of the Security Deposit.

The security deposit as deducted above can be released against bank guarantee issued by a
scheduled bank, on its accumulations to a minimum of Rs. 5 lac subject to the
condition that amount of such bank guarantee, except last one, shall not be less than Rs. 5
lac. Provided further that the validity of bank guarantee including the one given against the
earnest money shall be in conformity with provisions contained in clause 17 which shall be
extended from time to time depending upon extension of contract granted under provisions
of clause 2 and clause 5.

Note-1: Government papers tendered as security will be taken at 5% (five per cent) below its
market price or at its face value, whichever is less. The market price of Government paper
would be ascertained by Superintending Engineer, IIT Mandi at the time of collection of
interest and the amount of interest to the extent of deficiency in value of the
Government paper will be withheld if necessary.

Note-2: Government Securities will include all forms of Securities mentioned in Rule No. 274
of the G.F. Rules except fidelity bond. This will be subject to the observance of the condition
mentioned under the rule against each form of security.

Note-3: Note 1 & 2 above shall be applicable for both clause 1 and 1A

CLAUSE 2

Compensation
for Delay

If the contractor fails to maintain the required progress in terms of clause 5 or to complete
the work and clear the site on or before the contract or extended date of completion,
he shall, without prejudice to any other right or remedy available under the law to
the IIT Mandi on account of such breach, pay as agreed compensation the amount calculated
at the rates stipulated below as the authority specified in schedule ‘F’ (whose decision
in writing shall be final and binding) may decide on the amount of tendered value of the
work for every completed day/month (as applicable) that the progress remains below
that specified in Clause 5 or that the work remains incomplete.

This will also apply to items or group of items for which a separate period of completion has
been specified.

(i) Compensation @ 1.5 % per month of delay
for delay of work to be computed on per day basis

Provided always that the total amount of compensation for delay to be paid under
this Condition shall not exceed 10% of the Tendered Value of work or of the Tendered
Value of the item or group of items of work for which a separate period of completion is
originally given.

The amount of compensation may be adjusted or set-off against any sum payable to
the Contractor under this or any other contract with the IIT Mandi.    In case, the
contractor does not achieve a particular milestone mentioned in schedule F, or the re-
scheduled milestone(s) in terms of Clause 5.4, the amount shown against that
milestone shall be withheld, to be adjusted against the compensation levied at the final
grant of Extension of Time. With-holding of this amount on failure to achieve a
milestone, shall be automatic without any notice to the contractor. However, if the
contractor catches up with the progress of work on the subsequent milestone(s), the
withheld amount shall be released. In case the contractor fails to make up for the delay
in subsequent milestone(s), amount mentioned against each milestone missed
subsequently also shall be withheld. However, no interest, whatsoever, shall be payable on
such withheld amount.
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
