MINORIN MANAGEMENT
(Modified & w.e.f. February, 2020)

This minor is open to B. Tech. students of Mechanical Engineering, Electrical Engineering, Computer Science
and Engineering, and Civil Engineering disciplines.

The Management minor consists curriculum in management with a set of two core courses. Students interested in
this minor need to do two core coursesin Principles of Economics (HS202) and Organizationa
Management (HS304). Beyond these two core courses (6-credits), students need to take 1-elective course (i.e.,
3-credits) out of a basket of five managerial courses. Students needs to get a CGPA of 7.0 or above out of the
three management courses (i.e., 2-core + 1-elective) described below to get this minor.

The requirement of a minimum of 9 credits for this minor is in addition to the 1-course (3-credits) Manageria
Competence requirement for B. Tech. curriculum. Thus, students taking this minor need to choose an additional
3-credits course from the Managerid Competence basket to complete their Managerid Competence
requirements.

Furthermore, it is believed that Communicative Competence is an essentia skill for students aspiring towards the
Management minor. Thus, students are required to complete at least 1-course from the Communicative
Competence basket to be eligible for this minor. The detail about the courses and prerequisitesis given below.

As stated above, students interested in the Management minor need to take a minimum of 9-credits of core +
elective course-work with a CGPA of 7.0 or above in the courses taken for thisminor.

Furthermore, for those taking this minor, the 9-credits requirement is above the 3-credits Manageria Competence
requirement. Thus, for those taking this minor, the 3-credits chosen from the Managerial Competence basket for
satisfying the Managerial Competence requirements cannot be considered towards the M anagement minor.
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
